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Sharing Time July

July Week 4: “Heavenly Father wants me to marry in the temple and have an eternal family.”

Identify the doctrine: Thisactivity will take a little effort, but it will be super fun for the kids. In the
week preceding this sharing time, you will need to start collecting photographs. Ask several of the

parents of primary children to bring or e-mailyou a photo of them on their wedding day in front of the

temple.

Follow the outline aslisted, except play a game by holding up each picture and have the

children guess whose parentsthey are. Continue following the outline by teaching about eternal

families.

Encourage Understanding:

The week before your sharing time or at the beginning of the block, hand out the 4 invitations to
speakin sharing time.

Each invitation lists a specific blessing that you would like the invited speaker to cover in their
message. For example; the blessing of eternal families, doing work for ancestors, etc.

Print and cut out the temple puzzle page. (See attached) Write one of the four blessings on the
back of each puzzle piece. They are: “Being sealed for etemity”; “Eternal families”; “Feeling
peace and receiving revelation”; “Doing work for our ancestors”.

Tape all 4 puzzle pieces randomly on the board with the blessing showing.

After the first speaker shares their message, ask the children, “What blessing did the speaker

just teach us about?” Once they answer correctly, let a child come forward and flip over the
puzzle piece to reveal part of the temple picture. Continue with all four speakers until the
puzzle is built. End by reiteratingthe blessings that were taught, and add your own if desired.

Encourage application:

Print off the attached signs that say, “l want to be married in the temple because..” and “I will
prepare by ...” Make a double-sided sign using both images”. Take aruler or wooden spoon and
insert between both signs.

Ask for avolunteer to come forward and hold the signs. Have them read the first side “l want
to be married...” and then answer. Then, have them spin the sign around and read the second
side “l will prepare by...” and answer.

Once they have finished, ask for another volunteer. Let the child who just answered choose the
next child by handing them the sign. Continue as time allows. “Ivanttobe

Bring pictures of as many different temples as you can find. Divide the children into two teams.
Hold up one picture and have them guess where the temple is. Discuss how blessed we are to
have so many temples around the world.
